GOD DECLARES HIS LAW 

Reading of the Law: Matthew 5:33-37 
33“Again you have heard that it was said to those of old, ‘You shall not swear 
falsely, but shall perform to the Lord what you have sworn.’  34But I say to you, 
Do not take an oath at all, either by heaven, for it is the throne of God, 35or by 
the earth, for it is his footstool, or by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great 
King.  36And do not take an oath by your head, for you cannot make one hair 
white or black.  37Let what you say be simply ‘Yes’ or ‘No’; anything more than 
this comes from evil. 

 
WE RESPOND TO GOD’S LAW 

Silent Prayer of Confession 

Confession of Sin (Unison): 
Heavenly Father, King of Glory,  
 you have called us to be people of truth,  
 and keepers of our words.   
But we have not always kept our words. 
We have broken our vows to you.   
We have not kept our promises to others. 
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We have taken your great Name in vain, 
 and have dishonored you before the world. 
In breaking this law,  
 we have broken all your laws (Jas 2:10), 
 and grieved your Holy Spirit.   
Forgive us, O God, for the sake of Christ Jesus, 
 who died for the ungodly (Rom 5:6), 
 and fulfilled all righteousness (Mt 3:15). 

 
GOD DECLARES HIS GOSPEL 

Reading of the Gospel: Romans 3:21-25 
21But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, 
although the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it—22the righteousness of 
God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe.  For there is no 
distinction: 23for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24and are 
justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ 
Jesus, 25whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received 
by faith.  This was to show God’s righteousness, because in his divine 
forbearance he had passed over former sins. 

Confession of the Gospel (Unison): 
Dear heavenly Father, we receive and rest on Christ Jesus alone for 
righteousness, holiness, and eternal life. 

Assurance of Pardon: Romans 8:31-34 
31What then shall we say to these things?  If God is for us, who can be against 
us?  32He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will 
he not also with him graciously give us all things?  33Who shall bring any charge 
against God’s elect?  It is God who justifies.  34Who is to condemn?  Christ 
Jesus is the one who died—more than that, who was raised—who is at the 
right hand of God, who indeed is interceding for us.
