Reading of the Law: Matthew 5:38-42 
38“You have heard that it was said, ‘An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth.’  
39But I say to you, Do not resist the one who is evil.  But if anyone slaps you 
on the right cheek, turn to him the other also.  40And if anyone would sue you 
and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as well.  41And if anyone forces 
you to go one mile, go with him two miles.  42Give to the one who begs from 
you, and do not refuse the one who would borrow from you.

Silent Prayer of Confession 

Confession of Sin (Unison): 
Heavenly Father, King of Glory,  
 you have called us to be people of grace, mercy, and patience.   
But we love our own glories too much.   
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When we are hurt, we hurt in return.    
We punish those who offend us by 
 withdrawing our love,  
 ceasing our prayers,  
 and lashing out in anger. 
Rather than trust you,  
 we have sought revenge for ourselves. 
How unlike our Lord Jesus we have been! 
In breaking this law, we have broken all your laws (Jas 2:10).   
Forgive us, O God, for the sake of Christ Jesus, 
 who died for the ungodly (Rom 5:6), 
 and fulfilled all righteousness (Mt 3:15). 

 
GOD DECLARES HIS GOSPEL 

Reading of the Gospel: Romans 4:22-25 
22That is why his faith was “counted to him as righteousness.”  23But the words 
“it was counted to him” were not written for his sake alone, 24but for ours also.  
It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead Jesus our 
Lord, 25who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised for our justification. 

Confession of the Gospel (Unison): 
Dear heavenly Father, we receive and rest on Christ Jesus alone for 
righteousness, holiness, and eternal life. 

Assurance of Pardon: Romans 8:31-34 
31What then shall we say to these things?  If God is for us, who can be against 
us?  32He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will 
he not also with him graciously give us all things?  33Who shall bring any charge 
against God's elect?  It is God who justifies.  34Who is to condemn?  Christ 
Jesus is the one who died—more than that, who was raised—who is at the 
right hand of God, who indeed is interceding for us.
