heaven.  2“Thus, when you give to the needy, sound no trumpet before you, as 
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may be praised 
by others.  Truly, I say to you, they have received their reward.  3But when you 
give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is 
doing, 4so that your giving may be in secret.  And your Father who sees in 
secret will reward you.

Reading of the Gospel: Romans 5:15-17 
15But the free gift is not like the trespass.  For if many died through one man’s 
trespass, much more have the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of 

that one man Jesus Christ abounded for many.  16And the free gift is not like 

the result of that one man’s sin. For the judgment following one trespass 
brought condemnation, but the free gift following many trespasses 

brought justification.  17For if, because of one man’s trespass, death reigned 
through that one man, much more will those who receive the abundance of 

grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man Jesus 
Christ.
