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Lord, cleanse our hearts that we might love you first.   
Forgive us for our idolatries. 
 Forgive us for the sake of Christ Jesus, 
     who died for the ungodly (Rom 5:6), 
     and fulfilled all righteousness (Mt 3:15).

and James and went up on the mountain to pray.  29And as he was praying, the 
appearance of his face was altered, and his clothing became dazzling white.  
30And behold, two men were talking with him, Moses and Elijah, 31who 
appeared in glory and spoke of his departure, which he was about to 
accomplish at Jerusalem.  32Now Peter and those who were with him were 
heavy with sleep, but when they became fully awake they saw his glory and the 
two men who stood with him.  33And as the men were parting from him, Peter 
said to Jesus, “Master, it is good that we are here.
