other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other.  You cannot 
serve God and money. 

 
WE RESPOND TO GOD’S LAW 

Silent Prayer of Confession 

Confession of Sin (Unison): 
Heavenly Father, King of Glory, 
     You are God above all gods 
     and all the gods of the peoples are worthless idols (Ps 96:5). 
Yet, rejecting your glory, we have bowed down to Money: 
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     We have fled to Money for security, 
     we have pursued Money for glory, 
     we have used Money to lord over others. 
In giving Money such power, we have made it a god over our lives 
     —and what a taskmaster it has proven to be! 
We are consumed by anxiety and many fears! 
Father, forgive us for offending you in this way. 
Through the grace of Christ, free us from our bondage to Money. 
In breaking this law, we have broken all your laws (Jas 2:10). 
Forgive us, O God, for our sin. 

 
GOD DECLARES HIS GOSPEL 

Reading of the Gospel: 1 Timothy 2:5-6 
5For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the 
man Christ Jesus, 6who gave himself as a ransom for all, which is the 
testimony given at the proper time. 

Confession of the Gospel (Unison): 
Dear heavenly Father, we receive and rest on Christ Jesus alone for 
righteousness, holiness, and eternal life. 

Assurance of Pardon: Romans 6:1-4 
1What shall we say then?  Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound?  
2By no means!  How can we who died to sin still live in it?  3Do you not know 
that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his 
death?  4We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order 
that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too 
might walk in newness of life.

GOD TEACHES US HIS WORD 

Reading of the Word of God: Luke 8:1-18 
1Soon afterward he went on through cities and villages, proclaiming 
and bringing the good news of the kingdom of God.  And the 
twelve were with him, 2and also some women who had been healed 
of evil spirits and infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene, from whom 
seven demons had gone out, 3and Joanna, the wife of Chuza, 
Herod’s household manager, and Susanna, and many others, who 
provided for them out of their means. 
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4And when a great crowd was gathering and people from town after 
town came to him, he said in a parable: 5“A sower went out to sow 
his seed.  And as he sowed, some fell along the path and was 
trampled underfoot, and the birds of the air devoured it.  6And some 
fell on the rock, and as it grew up, it withered away, because it had 
no moisture. 7And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up 
with it and choked it.  8And some fell into good soil and grew and 
yielded a hundredfold.”  As he said these things, he called out, “He 
who has ears to hear, let him hear.” 
 
9And when his disciples asked him what this parable meant, 10he 
said, “To you it has been given to know the secrets of the kingdom 
of God, but for others they are in parables, so that ‘seeing they may 
not see, and hearing they may not understand.’  11Now the parable is 
this: The seed is the word of God.  12The ones along the path are 
those who have heard; then the devil comes and takes away the 
word from their hearts, so that they may not believe and be saved. 
13And the ones on the rock are those who, when they hear the word, 
receive it with joy.  But these have no root; they believe for a while, 
and in time of testing fall away.  14And as for what fell among the 
thorns, they are those who hear, but as they go on their way they are 
choked by the cares and riches and pleasures of life, and their fruit 
does not mature.  15As for that in the good soil, they are those who, 
hearing the word, hold it fast in an honest and good heart, and bear 
fruit with patience. 
 
16 “No one after lighting a lamp covers it with a jar or puts it under a 
bed, but puts it on a stand, so that those who enter may see the light.  
17For nothing is hidden that will not be made manifest, nor is 
anything secret that will not be known and come to light.  18Take 
care then how you hear, for to the one who has, more will be given, 
and from the one who has not, even what he thinks that he has will 
be taken away.
